Our next stop was
Victoria Falls in Zimbabwe.

We first viewed the falls from a helicopter.
What a spectacular sight—and we were
thereinthe “dry” season. We walked to
the falls for a closer look. We also had the
opportunity to have lunch in the old Victoria
Falls Hotel.

It was like stepping back into the colonial
era! Chobe National Park is different from
Kruger in that there are no paved roads,
and many of the roads require four wheel
drive. The vast numbers of animals here is
justastounding. Every tree that castany
shade had elephants, buffalo, or some
other species jammed into the shade!
